Lesson #1 Sky with clouds

You will learn:

Mix colors on palette

Wet into wet gradated wash.

To obtain lighter color, add more water.

Light object on dark background and dark object on white background

White is paper, no white paint.

Lifting paint while wet and after dry.

Perspective.

Light source awareness.

1. Mix a blue color with a little brown on palette

2. Wet sky area thoroughly

3. Start at top adding mixed color and gradually adding water to brush each pass until the bottom of sky is white.

4. While sky is wet, blot out clouds with Kleenex.

5. Note larger clouds are higher and smaller clouds are closer to the ground and in the distance (perspective).

6. smaller  clouds may be painted with darker blue.

7. Note sun light source and paint shadows of clouds on side away from sun.
