Pen and Ink

Minimal background

Pen and Ink/Watercolor Wash

1. Draw or transfer the Man onto paper. 

2. This artwork will be a vignette (leave white in most of the background areas.

3. Note: Light Source direction

4. Add pen and ink to face, eyes, wrinkles and beard

5. Add some pen and ink to turban and hood

6. Paint shadows to white turban and add shadows when dry 

7. Paint shadows of hood and shirt

8. Add colors of bright yellow and orange to face/lips and let dry (leave beard and eyebrow areas white)

9. Add darker reddish and dark blue directly over face to create darks

10. Lift lighter areas to let the undercolor bright tones shine through

11. Add blue tones and darker shadows to beard and eyebrows

12. Add darker tones to hood (leave small outline of white for some hood outlines

13. Add background at same time as darker robe is painted.

14. Lighter side of background will be light gray/violet (note:  an overall gray tone to the background will make the stark white of the turban stand out more.

15. Lift face for highlight areas and add darks for details in face

16. Sign the picture
