Think Like An Artist

Bright fresh color with variety

Interesting shapes, design

Connect edges of items in the same plane

Interesting brush strokes

Think color harmony and unity

“The amateur thinks about the brush mark and what it is.  The pro thinks about the relationship of the mark to other areas of the painting and the impression of what it is”

Don’t think:  teepee, tree, person, etc.

1. First Wash: 

Wet, loose, overlap the edges, ignore pencil marks, except at top and bottom

2. Second Wash:

Separate the shapes with value change

3. Third Wash:

Give contour and form to the shapes

4. Final Wash:

Add detail if needed to center of interest first.

5. Sign the picture
