Module 12-Lesson # 1 Horse rider


 Kit Colors:








Burnt Umber










Ultramarine Blue (dark)









Cobalt Blue (light)

You will learn:

Use a vertical bar of color for picture depth and movement

Light source awareness

Near silhouette painting

Clean, neat painting with nice flat washes

1. Draw or transfer horse and rider onto the paper

2. Draw straight vertical lines, first so that girl’s head and horses head are to the right of the vertical line.  Place the left vertical line close to the girl’s boot and horses legs.

3. Tape the outside of the vertical lines and wet in between the tapes lines with water, then add a flat wash of a medium color, such as blue/brown mixture

4. The horse and rider will appear to be moving out from the background, it gives the painting depth

5. Start by painting the very light colors of the rider, then paint middle value colors   and last the darkest values. Care should be taken to keep the very lightest highlights the white of the paper or just a hint of color.

6. The remainder of the background will remain the white of the paper

7. Same with the horse

8. Dust may be added with a touch of cobalt blue and tan.

9. Sign the picture
