Module 16-Lesson # 1 Wave
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You will learn:

Wet into wet

Negative Painting

Leave White

Contrast (darks and lights)

1. Draw or transfer the Waves, white water and Dark areas onto paperNote sun direction from upper right.

2. Note, this painting is almost a monotone (one color).  But we will add the subtle colors in the water.

3. Wet the sky and water area up to the first wave.

4. Paint wet into wet the light gray of the sky, with a touch of alizarin crimson or brown madder to the cobalt blue.

5. lift the top of the wave with a damp brush to soften the top edge.

6. Paint the dark of the waves add more of the violet color to the lighter part of the water (save the white).  Add a little green and raw sienna to the dark part of the unbroken wave.

7. Repeat above for each of the waves.  Lift to make lighter blue in areas.

8. Note the darker reflection in the still water.

9. Add details to the waves by adding raw sienna and blue/violet for details.

10. Add darker details of water when dry.
