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You will learn:

Pen and Ink

Wet into wet

Negative Painting

Leave White

Contrast (darks and lights)

1. Draw or transfer the buildings, bridge and trees onto paper.  Note sun direction is only from above, since it is raining.

2. Wet background and mingle blue, green and darker color.

3. Paint the lighter greens of the trees, grass and weeds, note they have more yellow in the color, and mingle the darker shadow green also.

4. Paint the very subtle background colors of the stone buildings.

5. Also add the subtle tones in the warn brick areas.

6. Paint the blue/gray and add a little violet color for the roofs and the rock areas.

7. Add the darker details as needed for detail.

8. Also add the darks under the bridge and the darks of the tree trunks and windows.

9. Add the detail colors of the people with their umbrellas.

10. Sign the picture
