Mask or use salt for snow 

1. draw or transfer locomotive and buildings onto watercolor paper, fairly dark

2. note light source from upper right corner.

3. if using masking fluid as a resist for the snow flakes, pour out a little in a plate and use a tootbrush to flick it onto the paper.  DO NOT use masking fluid on your brushes, it will ruin them.  Mask light on front of train.
4. wet entire paper, use care not to rub off all your pencil marks

5. paint a wash of cobalt blue, ultramarine blue, burnt umber and a touch of alizarin crimson (or violet) to the entire paper (darker in upper left corner)

6. blot out smoke and steam areas with soft kleenex tissue (not hard paper towels), also lift white snow areas on the roofs

7. if using salt for snow flakes add a few grains while painting is still wet (do not rub off until completely dry)

8. when dry, wet building area

9. mix cobalt, ultramarine blues, burnt umber and alizarin crimson and paint building wash wet into wet (add salt while wet)

10. paint people and station area and tracks using more blue and fading into background (blend with water) (add salt while wet)

11. use the light blue and paint side of locomotive and fade into steam

12. use dark blue and burnt umber to make a black for dark area details (add salt while wet)

13. lift some lighter areas and use fine brush for details

14. lift around light and highlight areas and add alizarin crimson and yellow ochre mix and violet color in highlights

15. if using masking fluid, rub off when everything is totally dry

16. sign painting
