Simplifying a complicated subject

1. Draw or transfer the garden onto the watercolor paper

2. Wet the entire sky area, careful not to get water onto the building area

3. Add a very light blue sky

4. Add the trees while the background is still wet, not much detail

5. Make dark around the building area

6. To add fog, leave an area in the background white, but wet and add the trees above and below.  As paint starts to dry add fresh water to make it create it’s own pattern in the tree area

7. Wet foreground leaving bench dry and mingle light and dark colors as noted in the picture

8. Add details to bench and building

9. To make a few leaves appear- when foreground is dry, lift color with a semi-wet brush and dab out with tissue

10. Add some foliage by painting in details

11. Sign painting
