Surf

1. Draw or transfer the surf picture onto paper. 

2. Note sun angle and add arrow to your painting.

3. Masking fluid may be used to maintain white in a few areas.  Not mandatory.

4. Wet the entire sky adding yellow orange and a little brown.  Leave right side of sky almost white (bright sun) 

5. Wet entire mountain and add wet into wet lightest colors first, yellow-orange on right by bright sun and darker to the left side with blue and greens and browns.

6. Lift highlights in mountain while still wet.

7. Wet entire (except for the fine line of white foam on the sand) sand and water up to the wave, leave wave dry and white.

8. Mingle yellow, brown, orange for sand areas and blue green and violet (rose) in the water area.  Care should be taken to keep white highlights at the right side of the sand and water

9. Wet water area above the waves and mingle the colors blue, green and violet.  Keep waves white.

10. Now add shadows to the waves with cobalt blue and violet (rose)

11. Add darker colors of water

12. Scratch in white details if needed

13. Sign the picture
