Pen and Ink techniques

Pen and Ink with watercolor wash

1. Draw or transfer the scene onto paper.   

2. Note light angle and put arrow for direction.

3. Draw pen and ink onto the buildings (do not just outline each building, but do put marks where shadows appear).

4. Wet entire sheet of paper, except leave some of the light buildings dry.

5. Add light color first in areas around buildings and up into sky and down into water.

6. add next lightest color same way and then darkest color next.

7. Lift some of the water with dry brush before it dries.

8. When dry, add same colors for details, only lots darker.

9. Do not put much detail on buildings at edges of paper.

10. Sign the picture
