Kit Colors:

You will learn:

Wet into wet

Colorful elephant, not gray

Spatter, brush and toothbrush

Lifting

Elephant

1. Draw or transfer the elephant onto paper.

2. Note light angle and put arrow for direction (from upper right).

3. Wet portions of the elephant, starting with the ear to your right and add a light color (bright yellow or yellow ochre)

4. CAREFUL to keep the white of the tusks!

5. Wet another portion, face and trunk and add light color.

6. Wet another portion other ear and add light color.

7. Before each portion is dry, add the darker color (i.e., a cobalt blue).

8. Repeat wet and light color followed by darker color for the legs and body.  Soften legs by feet with water so it disappears.

9. When starts to dry add the very dark, a mixture of your colors and a darker blue and burnt umber for the shadow areas.  Soften some of the edges.  Also vary the dark color for interest.

10. Small brush for details of eyes and a few wrinkles in skin (not many and don’t overdue).

11. Add very little color to tusks

12. Lift some highlights if needed trunk, face, ears and legs.

13. Wet bottom of legs where dust would appear and add bright colors and vary colors.  Splatter a little for interest.

14. Sign the picture
