Light, Middle, Dark Contrast placement

Yosemite in Winter

1. Draw or transfer the scene onto paper. 

2. No light source angle, but it is important to note the lightest area (middle), middle tone (distance), darkest snow area is foreground and the snow on the forground trees.  The very darkest area is the stream and tree bark.

3. start by wetting the background and mingle wet into wet a very light blue and little rose or violet.

4. While background is still wet add distant trees.

5. Leave middle snow area white add shadows to give depth.

6. Paint foreground snow with a darker blue, a touch of brown, violet or rose.

7. Paint foreground tree bark, very dark mixture of burnt umber, French ultramarine blue.

8. Add snow color, blue/brown/rose or violet on foreground trees.  Note the dark contrast next to the background light snow colors.

9. Paint stream with same colors, care to contrast with snow colors.

10. paint in the snow on small trees and lastly their branches.

11. Sign the picture
