Pen and Ink Watercolor Wash

1. Draw or transfer the scene onto paper. 

2. Use pen to detail the tree, rock and layers of rock, and bushes.

3. Note light source angle, left to right.

4. Note:  This is a vignette, do not paint to edge of  paper, leave white all around.

5. Wet sky and add colors leaving white for clouds.

6. Clouds may be lifted out using tissue or paper towels

7. Wet rock area and mingle earth and rock colors, leaving white around edges of paper and up into rocks as part of the design.

8. Color bushes and trees, while paper is moist.

9. Add shadows on rocks and bushes and tree.

10. Sign the picture
