1. Draw or transfer the bulldog onto paper.   

2. Note light angle and add arrow to your painting.

3. Wet background.  On highlighted side of animal (side the light is coming from) add background color to define that side of dog.

4. Add cobalt blue color to shadows of dog, under chest, legs chin one side of face and side of dog away from the light source.  Color may be varied from blue to violet, etc.

5. Add light colors in eyes and muzzle and feet

6. Then, add darker colors to define details of the mouth

7. Body away from head should fade away (most detailed area is head.

8. Sign the picture
