Emphasize darks and lights

Fishing dock

1. Draw or transfer the dock and buildings onto paper.   

2. Note light angle and add arrow to your painting.

3. Wet sky and do a gradated wash of light blue (cerulean) darker at top and lighter at bottom.

4. With a damp brush, lift paint out of sky for wispy clouds.

5. First Wash- wet loose, mingle colors under the houses and dock and mingle lighter colors up onto some of the buildings.

6. Before the paint is dry, at the perfect moment, use a metal palette knife to squeegee rocks and posts on the dark shadow areas.

7. Add darker roofs to contrast with the light sky, varying the color.

8. Add detail to dock and buildings.

9. Wet water area.

10. Add light water in background and foreground, very light preserving some white.

11. Add dark and light reflections of buildings, posts, dock.

12. While water is still damp, add small wave ripples of dark and lift for light in water.
