Module 12-Lesson # 3 Lanterns


 

You will learn:

Light source awareness

Varied background, light to dark

Lifting

1. Draw or transfer lanterns onto the paper (in this painting you may want to transfer the lanterns after the background is painted and dry) 

2. Note light is coming from outside window or door from right to left

3. Paint background lighter on right side (closer to the outside opening) and darker to the left (farther from the light source)

4. Lanterns may be painted very colorful and in varying colors

5. Highlights on the lanterns will be on the right side of the objects and glass, also the 2 x 4 on the bottom is lighter than the one on top.

6. Shadows from the lanterns will be on the left side 

7. Detail on the rough wooden siding may be indicated as needed (a dry brush or fan brush may be used to indicate wood grain and knot holes)

8. Sign the picture
