Shadows

1. Draw or transfer the man onto paper.

2. Paint the lightest color of skin tone solid (face and chest) mixture of red or alizarin crimson and raw sienna (yellow ochre).

3. Ad 40% darker skin tone to the darker side of face and chest.  Add reflected light of sky, cerulean blue and green into wet of darker side of face tones and into hair.

4. Begin to mold face features, by adding darker skin tones

5. Cooler colors added into eye areas and shadow areas under chin

6. Shirt color suggested and relected into the skin area

7. Shirt wrinkles whould contain cooler colors mingled with warm color.

8. Continue to add hair colors and background color (dark on one side and white on other side

9. Lift out suble soft hair wisps in dark background

10. Final darkest colors should be painted in the eyes, hair shadows and mouth, wrinkles.
