Background 

1. Draw or transfer the flowers onto paper.

2. Paint the pink, rose, and blue colors of the petals on the rhododendrons, while maintaining the very white on some petals.

3. Paint the unopened buds in a darker red

4. Paint the clematis in blues and violets maintaining some of the bright white of the paper.

5. Paint a few of the green leaves varying the color from green to blue and yellow

6. Negative paint the background dark colors to make the light colored flowers stand out.  Take care not to outline the white flowers with a dark color.

7. Sign the picture
