Module 15-Lesson # 2 Moroccan Street
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You will learn:

Light source awareness

Clouds

Water

Simple land, foreground

Contrast

Shadows/highlights

Splattering

1. Draw or transfer the street scene onto paper. Draw figure to the right of the lighted area.

2. Note the light source is from the upper right of the picture.

3. Wet large area, leaving highlights on wall and figure dry and white.
4. Mingle wet into wet a few colors of cerulean blue, cobalt blue, rose (light alizarin crimson) or violet and some raw sienna (tan).

5. Paint doors and bottom of wall cerulean blue.

6. Paint shadows of overhangs in a light rose/blue color.

7. Add some burnt umber to the tiles on the overhangs.

8. Rewet road and add burnt sienna (reddish tan) darker at foreground and getting lighter and more rose at rear of street.

9. Add details to street when dry (just a few, do not put in every line).

10. Add shadow side of figure leaving mostly white of paper in highlights.

11. Sign the picture
