Lighthouse

Simple background

Leaving lots of white (don’t need to paint the entire piece of paper)

1. draw or transfer lighthouse off center on the watercolor paper,

dark enough so that it will not disappear when brushing water on top.

2. wet the entire sky, including the lighthouse.

3. make a streaked wash using cobalt blue and a touch of alizarin crimson.

4. tilt the paper to get the desired streaking affect

5. wipe out color on white lighthouse

6. wet bottom half of painting from above water line.

7. add water, wet into wet, using cobalt blue and a touch of alizarin crimson.

(mixed on palette)

8. add colors to rocks, wet into wet, alizarin crimson, cobalt blue, ultramarine blue, and burnt umber.

9. use metal palette knife (or credit card) to squeegee the paint to create the rocks.  (must wait for the perfect moment-not real wet and not dry)

10. soften edges of rocks with water and add more water to bottom of painting as needed.

11. determine light source and paint shadows on the lighthouse with cobalt blue/aliz crimson

12. add red roof aliz crimson and cadmium red.

13. add details of lighthouse with fine brush and darker colors

14. add seagulls flying:  on white paper make seagulls dark (cobalt blue and aliz crimson), on blue of sky, take damp brush and eliminate paint from seagulls body and wings and add shadows as necessary.

15. add signature to bottom right or left of painting (placement is important).
