Wave

1. Draw or transfer the wave picture onto paper. 

2. Note sun angle and add arrow to your painting.

3. Masking fluid may be used to maintain white in a few areas.  Not mandatory.

4. Wet the entire sky adding cobalt blue and rose or violet.  Make sky dark enough where the white wave will show against the medium dark sky.

5. Wet a portion of the rocks and mingle yellow, then orange and then brown.  Add some of the details to the rocks while still wet and the remainder dark (blue brown mix) when completely dry.  When adding dark of rock against the wave, blend the edge of the wave to ensure a soft misty wave look.

6. Add tourquoise (blue-green-yellow) to underside of wave.

7. Add shadow colors to waves (violet rose and cobalt blue)

8. Add lighter colors of water, cobalt blue, violet or rose

9. Add deeper, darker blue and rose colors, keeping some of the white foam.

10. Remove masking fluid and fix white areas.

11. Add a few very dark details to shadows on waves.

12. Lift lighter water areas as needed.

13. Scratch in whites along bottoms of rocks, etc. when completely dry with x-acto knife.
