You will learn:

Bright, fresh color with variety

Interesting shapes, design

Connect the edges of items in the same plane

Interesting brush strokes

Think color harmony and unity

Think Like An ARTIST!

(the amateur thinks about a brush mark…..and what it is

the pro thinks about the relationship of the mark to other areas of the painting and the IMPRESSION of what it is)

Barns

1. Draw or transfer the barn sketch onto paper. 

2. Note sun angle and add arrow to your painting.

3. Do not wet paper first.

4. First Wash- wet loose, mingle colors on paper disregarding inside lines, but keep colors within the silhouette (outside lines) (bottom may be creative and be outside the lines) Don’t paint parts! Roof, window, tree, silo, etc.

5. Second Wash- Darks to create depth (Avoid midtone) Mix dark colors, but vary the color.  Separate the shapes with value change.

6. Third Wash- Give contour and form to the shapes

7. Final Wash (if needed) give minimum detail to center of interest

8. Sign the picture
