Vernal Falls, Yosemite

1. Draw or transfer the waterfall and rocks (lightly) onto paper.

2. Decide on light angle and put arrow for direction.

3. This is a vignette painting.  (meaning fading at edges of paper leaving a white border around entire paper- not a solid line).

4. Wet entire sheet of paper.

5. Add light colors to form the shadows of the water (KEEP lots of  WHITE).

6. Mingle a few light colors on bottom of waterfall where rocks have spray on them.

7. With paper still wet add earth and rock colors to sides of painting.

8. Paint rocks at bottom, faint with spray on top and fade away into a vignette.

9. Palette knife scraping may be used on rocks to the right (bottom rocks should be left soft from spray.

10. Add very dark color at top and sides of waterfall (blend with water to indicate soft spray- few hard lines.

11. Add a few darker shadows in water and blend.

12. Add trees and grass and earth colors in rocky areas.

13. Sign the picture
